“Double O Facing It’s Jericho”

(Joshua 5:13-15)

Introduction:  










The ancient city of Jericho was a great walled city. History tells us that it was  surrounded by two massive stone walls. The outer wall was six feet thick and twenty feet high.  The inner wall was twelve feet thick and thirty feet high.  There was a fifteen foot guarded walkway between these two walls. From a  military standpoint, it was impenetrable.  This great walled city stood as an obstacle for Israel  keeping them from becoming all that God desired them to become. Before they could go deeper into promise land  Jericho had to fall.  The same stands true for “Double O.”   As we attempt to move forward in our building campaign, we must remember two spiritual truths.

· IT’S NOT ABOUT “US”  - “No…”

Point:  When focused on ourselves, our gaze is inward.

· IT’S ABOUT “HIM!” -“Commander of the LORD’S army”


Point:  When focused on Him, our gaze is upward.

Conclusion:


When we attempt to fight the battles in our power, we lose.  When we surrender to His authority and His leadership and His power, we win.  Joshua was just allowed to be a part of what God was doing.  The same is true of us.  We are just allowed to be a
