     First ingredient for a miracle is FAITH!
· GOD’S HOILINESS ALWAYS EXPOSES MAN’S 

     SINFULNESS - “Depart from me for I am a sinful man.”

An exposure to God’s Holiness results in...



1) An awareness of one’s personal sinfulness


2) An awareness of one’s need for repentance

     Second ingredient for a miracle is REPENTENCE!
· GOD’S PLAN’S FOR US ARE GREATER THAN OUR PLAN’S FOR OURSELF - “From now on...catch men.”

What changed the course of their life?





1) A challenge to total surrender

     Third ingredient for a miracle is SURRENDER!
